What’s in it for You…and Them!
Travel and training budgets are tight these days, so justifying your attendance is driven not only by what you’ll get by attending, but what your employer will get out of you attending.  Here are some things you might want to consider when preparing your justification: 
· Focus on what you will specifically bring back to the organization as return on their investment.
· Offer to prepare and deliver a presentation to your colleagues sharing what you learned. 
· Attendees get access to recorded sessions, so offer to share watching a session over lunch with your boss or colleagues.
· Remind your supervisor that SCC79 is the only 2-day meeting that offers this much content (3 keynotes and 8 breakouts and panel discussions) and is less expensive than registering for other separate courses or events.
· Show a plan for who will cover for you while you are attending SCC79.
· Registering during early bird can save you 30% off the full price fees!

Calculating ROI of SCC79
The bottom line is important; to get approval, you need to demonstrate what the investment will be (financial/time) and what their return on that investment is.

Quantifying the Benefits of Attendance
It’s not always easy to quantify the intangible benefits of attending a meeting or conference.  Our attendees always rank networking as one of the top three benefits of attending the SCC annual meeting – but how do you put a value on that?  You need to communicate how it brings value to the organization. The contacts you create have saved you time, money, and research because someone you connected with at a prior meeting had the same issue and discussed how they solved it.

Other ways to quantify benefits of attendance include:
· Highlighting specific session content and how it is relevant to your project or work.
· Highlighting specific speakers/experts to connect with on innovative solutions or technologies.
· Noting specific vendors in attendance to discuss projects or opportunities or source new ingredients.
· Creating opportunities to have face time with current clients or develop new ones.

In short, create a list of who and what you want to see and why, and then translate that into benefits for your employer by describing how it will save them time or money.
